Defrosting

Activating the defrost function manually

If the door has been left slightly open for a long time, a layer of
ice may form in the interior and on the cooling plate. The defrost
function can then be activated manually.

¢ Press button for 5 seconds.
« The LED £ will come on.

One the appliance is defrosted, the appliance will switch back to
normal mode automatically.

Cleaning

Clean the appliance at least twice per year.

Before cleaning always switch off the appliance. Pull out
the mains plug or switch off or unscrew the fuse.

* Empty the appliance and store the food in a cool place.

e Clean the inside and equipment with lukewarm water and a lit-
tle detergent. Do not use abrasive or acid cleaners or chemical
solvents.

Do not use steam cleaners because of the

risk of injury and damage.

e Ensure that no cleaning water penetrates into the electrical
components or ventilation grille.

e Dry all parts well with a cloth.

* Use a commercially available stainless-steel cleaning agent for
stainless-steel appliances.

Do not use abrasive sponges or scourers, do not use con-
centrated cleaning agents and never use cleaning agents
containing sand, chloride or acid or chemical solvents, as
these would damage the surfaces and could cause corro-
sion.

Cleaning the dust filter
